Abstract: The western theory of social movement and collective action is not sufficient to explain the
Chinese peasants’ petition and resistance.

Guo village’s peasants attributed the
village government corruption to individual village cadre, relied the etition goal on a superior justice,
charged mine despots and had high expectation on the go-getters.All these phenomena embody the
pursuit of moral justice, which obscures the peasants’ understanding of village political corruption.
